The student must have earned the required course credits and have
passed, in accordance with district policy, all courses required for
graduation, including the Regents courses to prepare for the
corresponding required Regents Examination areas (English Language
Arts (ELA), mathematics, social studies and science).

The student must have taken and received a minimum score of 55 on
both the ELA and Mathematics Regents Examinations or successfully
appealed a score between 52 and 54, except that on or after December
12, 2017, a student who was unable to achieve a minimum score of 55
or did not initiate an appeal of a score of between 52 and 54 on the
English and/or Mathematics Regents Examinations may be considered
an eligible student for the Superintendent Determination option,
provided that the student has completed the requirements for the New
York State (NYS) Career Development and Occupational Studies
(CDOS) Commencement Credential.

There must be evidence that the student participated in all Regents
Examinations required for graduation but has not passed one or more
of these examinations.

In a subject area where the student was not able to demonstrate his/her
proficiency of the State’s learning standards through the Regents
Examinations required for graduation (including ELA and/or
mathematics if using the CDOS Commencement Credential to meet the
eligibility condition(s) in #4), there must be evidence that the student
has otherwise demonstrated graduation level proficiency in the subject
area(s).

Students with a disability may be excused from the world languages credit requirement if so indicated on
the IEP but must still earn 22 units of credit to graduate.

In all cases students may substitute an assessment from the list of Department Approved Alternative
Examinations Acceptable for Meeting Requirements for a Local or Regents Diploma.

In addition to passing the following 4 required Regents Exams or the corresponding Department
approved alternative examination, all students must complete 1 of the following pathway options:

o earn the New York State Seal of Civic Readiness; or

] pass an additional mathematics Regents Exam in a different course or Department approved
alternative; or

] pass an additional science Regents Exam in a different course or Department approved
alternative; or

] pass an additional social studies Regents Exam in a different course or Department approved
alternative; or
